#3 Camp Check-In & Check-Out

Campers need to be signed in and out every day by a parent/legal guardian or authorized adult,
unless a notation was made during registration authorizing campers to sign themselves in.

Only parents or adults from the authorized list with a photo ID, can sign in & out your camper. No
exceptions.

Campers who have permission to arrive/ leave on their own must sign in and out each day. A
notation must also be made during registration.

Changes to the authorized adults must be made in writing by a parent/legal guardian at morning
check-in.

If a camper is picked up more than 10 minutes after the program is completed, parents will be
charged S1 per minute.

More Information
