DETAILS 
 
On November 4rd, 2015 at 7:15 am, the San Ramon Police Department Investigation Unit served 
simultaneous search warrants in San Ramon and Dublin following a lengthy investigation into 
illegal marijuana cultivation. Sophisticated indoor marijuana grow operations were found at both 
locations along with a combined total of just under 700 marijuana plants.   
 
The suspects listed below were arrested in Dublin and were linked to both cultivation locations 
based on the evidence seized. At both the San Ramon and Dublin residences, PG&E power 
sources were manipulated in an effort to avoid detection and payment for extremely excessive 
power usage. The two suspects involved were arrested and booked at the Martinez Detention 
Facility for the charges listed below. 
 
The Oakland search warrant was served at 11:10 am as a follow-up to information obtained 
during the investigation and search warrants. Evidence linking both suspects to the cultivation 
locations was found during the Oakland search.  
 
We would like to thank the Dublin Police Department for their assisting with the service of the 
search warrants and the arrest of the suspects at the Dublin location.
